Regulators are closely monitoring the progress of these credit unions, and will conduct additional assessments in 1999 and well into the Year 2000.

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Y2K Fraud Alert





Scam artist’s have come up with a new scheme to defraud credit union members:





You pick up the phone and the 


caller claims that your credit union is requesting that members transfer their money to a “special account” which will ensure safety through the Y2K date change and conversion of all computer systems.  





The caller simply needs your account numbers and authorization to transfer your money to this “special account,” and the caller is not from your credit union.





This is an example of a consumer fraud at work right now, don’t be caught, be aware.





If you receive a call asking for your credit union account numbers, hang up immediately.  Notify Industrial Distributors Federal Credit Union immediately.  DO NOT reveal your account information unless YOU initiate the call.  And most important, rest assured that money is safe right where it is, in IDFCU.





Here are a couple Y2K facts:





The financial industry is well prepared for the challenge of Y2K, meeting assessment guidelines and preparation goals designed and mandated by Federal regulatory agencies.





Your IDFCU shares are protected by the insurance fund of the National Credit Union Administration (NCUA) up to $100,000 against loss due to the failure, including a Year 2000 problem.  The century date change WILL NOT AFFECT your share insurance coverage.
